	This half term we are reading 
Owl Babies, Farmer Duck and Dogger. The children will be embedding their decoding skills and developing their fluency. 
This half term we will explore a fiction unit and a poetry unit. Our Fiction text is 
The Marvellous Fluffy Squishy Itty Bitty. The children will build upon their sentence writing and will be introduced to expanded noun phrases and subordination. In handwriting lessons they will practice cursive letter formation in readiness for joining. 
	In maths the children will be
learning to recognise the place value of each digit in a two-digit number. They will count objects to 100 by making groups of 10. They will recognise tens and ones and represent these with symbols. They will use place value charts to partition numbers to 100. 
The children will consolidate their understanding of bonds to 10 and apply these to 100. They will add and subtract 1 digit numbers moving on to 2 digit numbers. They will add and subtract 10 to a multiple of 10 . 
	Our work this half term focuses around the enquiry question ‘Why is light an important symbol for Christians Jews and Hindus?’
The children will learn that Light is one of the enduring symbols of God. They will explore the symbol of light in the story of Diwali and Hannukah. They will explore how  Christians, Hindus and Jews use beliefs and the symbolism of light to guide their daily lives.
	This half term we are learning about living things and their habitats. The children will learn about different habitats in the world, life processes and food chains. 
They will be able to recall some life processes, match plants and animals to their habitats and give examples of how animals use their habitat for food and shelter.
Children will develop their scientific skills of classifying objects whilst giving their reasons. They will carry out research to answer questions.  
	Our History Topic is called How was school different in the past? The children will learn how schools have changed over the last 100 years. Through exploring differences and similarities, the children will learn that daily life has changed over time but that there are still some similarities to life today. They will develop their understanding of chronology by ordering photos. They will suggest reasons why schools have changed over the decades.

	This half term the children will learn that dynamics can change the effect a sound has on the audience. They will explore this through animal sounds. They will create short sounds with varied dynamics. They will copy sound patterns and use instruments to explore call and response. 
	Being me in this world:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This half term the children will identify some of their hopes and fears for the year. They will  learn to recognise when they feel worried and know who to ask for help
They will explore the idea of rules, rewards and consequences and how to make the class a safe and fair place to be. 
	This term the children will be exploring drawing techniques using a range of materials. Textures will be explored through touch and rubbings. They will develop observational skills to look closely and aim to reflect some of the formal elements of art (colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space) in their work.

	What is a computer? The children will learn what a computer is and that it is made up of different components. They will gain an understanding of input and output whilst  learning that people control technology . They will create their own invention that has a computer inside it. 
	This half term the focus of our lessons is ball skills. They children will be taught the physical skills of rolling, tracking, dribbling and catching. They will learn to control a ball with both hands and feet. They will develop the skills of stopping a ball.
The children will work independently as well as in a group. 
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
