	This half term the children will continue to develop their fluency. They will begin to answer simple written comprehension questions based on retrieval and ordering. 
In writing the children will continue to write extended sentences. They will follow the model text and apply this to their own ideas. 
Our work will be based around the story 
The Owl who was afraid of the Dark and the Non- Fiction text The Great Fire of London.
	This half term the children will be introduced to Multiplication and division. 
They will learn to recognise equal groups. They will use manipulatives to make and add equal groups. As the children become more confident they will be introduced to the multiplication symbol and use this to write multiplication sentences. 
The children will explore arrays and repeated addition as a method to solve multiplication problems. 
	This half term the children will explore the question 
What does the nativity
story teach Christians
about Jesus? They will compare the similarities and differences between 2 versions of the Nativity story. They will learn that Christian’s believe that God became human in Jesus.
By exploring Christian traditions, they will be able to explain how Christian’s use the nativity story to influence their actions at Christmas.

	This half term follows on from Autumn 1. The children will name and identify a variety of plants and animals. They will learn that a habitat is the environment where an animal or plant lives/grows because it provides what they need to survive. In addition to this they will be able to explain that a microhabitat is a very small habitat (e.g. under stones, logs and leaf litter). They will explore the world around them and raise their own simple questions.
	This half term we are answering the question: Would you prefer to live in a hot or cold place? The children will be naming and locating the seven continents on a world map. They will discover the location of the equator and the North and South Poles. By comparing the UK to Kenya children will
Begin to see similarities and differences including the weather and how this affects how people live. l

	This half term our music is based around story telling. The children will listen with concentration to short pieces of music or excerpts from longer pieces of music. They will identify some common instruments when listening to the music and begin to explain why the music has a certain effect on them. They will explore tempo using the words fast and slow. 
	Celebrating differences. 
This half term the children will be learning about stereotypes. They will begin by understanding some ways in which boys and girls are similar and different and feel good about this. They will explore why bullying may happen and identify what to do if this happens. They will understand differences make us all special and unique.
	In this unit children will learn how structures are made. They will investigate how shape affects the strength of a structure. The children will create ideas with design criteria in mind. They will choose materials that are suitable for their design and explore ways to find cutting easier e.g turning the paper. The unit will finish by the children making a chair for a bear that is both strong and stable. 
	[bookmark: _GoBack]This half term the children will build on last term's work. They will understand that programming a computer or device involves giving it instructions to perform specific tasks. They will learn how to create algorithms for a digital task. Following this they will write and test more complex algorithms. 
	This term the children will continue to develop their ball skills in the context of invasion games. They will understand what ids meant by possession. They will explore attacking skills and scoring while understanding defending means stopping the ball. They will be introduced to the skill of marking in simple small group games.
