They will hear and retell the story of Passover in the context of Exodus. They will learn what the Seder meal is and why it is important. By learning about how Jewish families celebrate Passover they learn the importance of Moses and identify ways in which Passover can have an impact on Jewish daily life and family. 		Plants are our topic for this half term. The children will be planting, caring for and comparing plants. They will recognise that plants need certain conditions to survive and grow. They will learn that seeds and bulbs have what they need to grow inside them but need certain conditions to germinate. They will name and identify the stages of a plant’s life cycle by drawing and labelling diagrams.	The children will carry out a planned test and begin to understand why a fair test is important. 	This half term our history topic is Monarchs. The children will learn what a monarch is by finding out about King Charles III.	They will explore what happens in a coronation and compare it with coronations from the past. By looking at the Bayeux tapestry, the children will learn the story of William the Conqueror and the Battle of Hastings. 	Looking at castles and their features will help explain how William the Conqueror ruled Britain.	Finally the children will compare how the Monarchy has changed over the years.
